Recount the names of people you know who
are not known by many people but have made
a massive impact on people’s lives. 
Unnamed missionaries plant the church in
Acts. What does it teach us about the body of
Christ that it’s not just the famous people who
make an impact on a place?
Antioch is the first place followers of Jesus are
called Christians. It was a term of derision. The
word Christian is a hard word to define. How
would you define it? How do you think we
should be labeled today?
Acts 11:19-20 recounts the history of how the
church in Antioch got started. Talk about each
stage: evangelism - encouragement - training.
Why is Barnabas the perfect man to go to
Antioch to help the church? Look up all the
passages in Acts that mention Barnabas. What
would the early church have been like without
him?
Why is having an encourager so important? All
Christians are called to it (Heb 3:13), yet it is
also a spiritual gift (Rom 12:8). Discuss. 
Why is it so significant that Barnabas brought
Saul to teach? What is he communicating
about the limitations of his own gifting?
The offering at the end of chapter 11 is taken by
Gentiles in order to help Jewish Christians.  In 2
Cor 8-9 Paul describes another offering to
help the Jerusalem Church. What is our
responsibility to Christians living in other
places?
